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Key Limitations

As the study focuses on post-secondary
graduates who have received financial
assistance from SFO—which account
for about 30% of all post-secondary
graduates—the results may not be
representative of post-secondary

graduates in general.

Nevertheless, 30% remains a substantial
proportion of the total number of post-
secondary graduates; moreover, as
students from low-income families
represent a more vulnerable segment of
the population, the target group is
considered to be worthy of study in its

own right.

The earnings mobility statistics also do
not incorporate graduates with no annual
earnings, as it is impossible to tell
whether graduates with no annual
earnings had any intention to participate

in the labour force.

Despite the above, using administrative
data from SFO and IRD are likely to be
more accurate than survey data collected
in previous studies. Moreover, the
coverage rate of 30% 1is considerably
higher than that of the General
Household Survey, which was used in
the past but enumerates less than 1% of

the population in each quarter.

(decile) of income earners; 7% were
among the next decile; and so on until
the top row, which shows that 2% were
among the top 10% of income earners
in the population.

The red figure in each column
indicates the position of the median
graduate. In 2003/04, the median
graduate’s earnings were in the 5th
overall income decile. By the
following year (2004/05), the median
graduate’s earnings improved by one
decile (moving up from the 5th to the
6th decile), and by 2013/14, the
median  graduate’s earnings had
reached the 9™ decile.

Mobility Table

This appendix sets out an example of an
individual earnings mobility table for 2001/02
first degree graduates.

The green box of the table contains the
graduates’ employment income distribution in
2003/04. It has the same meaning as in the

cohort earnings mobility table (see Appendix C).

Each row of the table describes the income
distribution, in the final year of the reference
period, of the graduates whose incomes in the
initial year of the reference period fell into the
decile indicated by the leftmost column. For
example, referring to the bottom row, of all the
graduates who started in the lowest income
decile in 2003/04, only 2% were still in the
lowest decile in 2013/14; 3% moved up to the
2nd decile; and so on, until finally 20% could
move all the way up to the highest decile.
Within each row, these probabilities sum up to
100%. Further, for each cell, upward mobility
is indicated by an up arrow ( } ); downward

mobility is indicated by a down arrow ( | ).

The red figure in each row refers to the
outcome of the median graduate. For example,
the bottom row indicates that, of all the
graduates who started in the lowest income
decile in 2003/04, the median graduate reached
the 8" decile by 2013/14.

The figures in the columns can also be summed
up to measure mobility into broader income
categories. For example, of the 2001/02 first
degree students who started in the lowest
income decile, 68% (19% + 29% + 20%, shaded
in yellow) could reach the top 30% of the
income distribution within ten years, and the
total percentage with upward mobility (adding
up all the figures in the columns with up arrows)
was 98% over the reference period.
